however, the theory behind the spreadsheet will play a greater role in the course. This is a 
very involved course, which will expand beyond the basics of fall protection and provide the 
necessary knowledge for the development and implementation of fall protection systems.

The Qualified Engineer training provides the fall protection knowledge necessary to design  
and put into place fall protection systems including anchor systems, horizontal systems and  
vertical systems.
